We assign plots on a first-come-first-serve-basis.


All food vendors are required to make a $100 clean up deposit. This deposit will be�returned to you once your spot has been properly cleaned.


This year all non-food vendors are required to pay an additional $20.00 permit�fee. This fee is now required by the parks & recreation department of the City of�Boston. As in past years, Spontaneous Celebrations will obtain all of the permits�necessary for the event: you do not need to worry about getting the permit.


Vendors will be receiving a confirmation ticket that you must bring on the day of the�festival to confirm your spot.


It is very important to comply with regulations about timely setup, cleanup, and unloading without blocking traffic.  We make a special request that all vendors be courteous to and cooperative with the law enforcement officers who are helping us manage traffic flow.
